The purpose of this program is to prepare
students to become registered radiographers,
following successful completion of the prescribed
courses of study and clinical practice. Graduates
who pass the American Registry of Radiologic
Technologist's examination will be eligible to work
as radiographers in various health care facilities
such as hospitals, doctors’ offices and sports
medicine clinics. The duration of the program is
approximately 21 months. Courses must be
completed in the prescribed sequence. In addition
to general education requirements, students will
learn to safely perform diagnostic radiographic
examinations.
